Access Statement for The Blacksmiths Arms. Flaxton, York, YO60 7RJ

Location and Introduction

The Blacksmiths Arms is an 18" Century Coaching Inn located 1 mile from

the A64 in the village of Flaxton. We aim to meet the needs of all of our guests.
However, given the historic nature of the property and the fact that all of the
accommodation is on the First Floor, we may not be an appropriate choice for those of
limited mobility as there is only staircase, no lift. Consequently, there is no
wheelchair access.

Public transport in Flaxton is limited to a few buses to and from York every
day. However, there is a bus stop with a much more frequent service
approximately a mile away which we can arrange pick up and drop off to with
advanced notice.

The nearest train stations are in Malton or York. A taxi would have to be taken
from them to get to the pub. We can arrange this for you if you let us know
your arrival time.

Taxis can be organised for you whilst you are staying here.

The nearest shop is a short drive away in the village of Strensall.

There is dedicated off street parking for guests, away from the primary pub car
park.

Rooms and Dining

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Two of our rooms are doubles with private en-suite bathrooms. One is a
family room which has a double bed, a single bed and a sofa bed which can
form another double. It is also en-suite. Two of the rooms have baths as well
as showers. Please let us know if you have a preference for one of these
rooms.

There is a snug room that guests are welcome to use at their leisure.

All rooms have televisions with Freeview.

Breakfast is served in the pub dining room. All guests are more than welcome
to have evening meals in the pub as well.

There are full fire prevention measures and clear evacuation plans in every
room.

Smoking is not permitted in the rooms.
